Projects on the boil or possibilities in 2015

Workshop and Garden Corner. 
  

Dust Extraction system. 

 
Dust extraction?   Yes, that is what the system is chiefly for, to extract the fine dust particles away from the work 
area.   It was recently said to me that the dust extractor didn't seem very effective at the wood lathe.  If you watch 
closely, much more noticeable when sanding, you will see quite a stream going into the extraction system.  I have 
noticed from experience that your nose will soon tell you if the extraction system is not engaged. 
 
It is the fine dust particles that are harmful to our health, causing various problems such as eye, nose and throat 
irritation, asthma, bronchitis, headache, lung congestion, and in the worst cases cancers from a few timbers, many of 
which I would rarely expect to see at the shed. 
 
The system at the shed is connected to most of the machinery and there is a room filter situated above the belt 
sander which I strongly suggest should be turned on, particularly when using any of the the sanders.  Also in the 
cupboard there are heaps of dust masks which should also be used, particularly when using the lathe or doing any 
type of sanding.  I suggest any workshop users get themselves a mask and hold for your personal use. 
 
The one machine that requires the dust extraction system vitally, not only just for the dust but to keep the machine 
clear of shavings is the planer/thicknesser.  When doing any serious thicknessing work it requires full use of the 
system which is capable of 1200 cubic feet per minute of air, so it may be necessary in some cases to get other 
extractor users to hold off for a while.  Failure to do this can, and has, caused major blockages in the system purely 
because of the volume of shavings produced. 
 
Having said all this I know that most of you understand but clearly there are a few who don't.
