We changed our bank from BendigarnR in Boorowa to CommBnk in Yass atting round September in 2016
Apart from a series of stattop problems with CommdBk including very lerty dehlys in isging cheque books,
electronic baking authorisations anturther regular requests for information we had alrady given them, the last
straw was the sudden finding ahthey were charging us signifiat bank fees- not what we expected beipa not-
for-profit organisation.

The Committee has decided it is not in the interests of the 8hdts membersto continue with the
Commonwealth Bank.
